Day 1: Arrival at Kathmandu Airport (1300 m) 

Attractions: Warm Welcome in Kathmandu 

• Upon arrival at Tribhuvan International Airport (Airport Code: KTM), meet our

• Cross into Tibet (Autonomous Region of China) and meet your Tibetan guide and driver. 

• Drive through zigzag mountain roads to Gyirong. 

• Check in to a guesthouse/lodge and rest for acclimatization.

Attractions: Start of Mount Kailash Parikrama 

• Drive to Yam Dwar and begin the trek around Mount Kailash. 

• Trekking route: Yam Dwar to Deraphuk (8 km). 

• Stay overnight at Deraphuk with mesmerizing views of Mount Kailash. 

Accommodation: Guesthouse/Lodge on sharing basis 

Meals: Breakfast, lunch & dinner 

Activities: Trekking and enjoying closer views of Mount Kailash 

Transport: AC Luxury Bus/Jeep (Ponies/Yaks available at additional cost)

m)

• Trek to Zuthul Phuk, crossing Dolma La Pass (5500 m) and descending to view Gauri 

Kund. 

Accommodation: Guesthouse/Lodge on sharing basis 

Meals: Breakfast, lunch & dinner 

Activities: Trekking and enjoying natural beauty 

Transport: Ponies/Yaks available at additional cost

Day 11: Zuthul Phuk – Darchen – Zhongba (350 km – 10 Hours, 4650 m)

• Complete the final leg of the trek back to Darchen (12 km). 

• Drive to Zhongba, passing Lake Mansarovar and Rakshas Tal.

Activities: Trekking & traveling

Meals: Breakfast, lunch & dinner

3. Meals: 

o Pure Indian vegetarian meals (breakfast, lunch, and dinner) throughout the trip. 

All meals are prepared by Sherpas except for meals in Kathmandu. 

4. Permits & Entry Fees: 

o Tibet Travel Group Visa Permit Fee. 

o Full-day sightseeing entry fees for Pashupati Nath Temple, Buddh Neelkanth 

Narayan Temple, and Swayambhu Nath Temple in Kathmandu. 

5. Guides & Support Staff: 

o Experienced English-speaking Tibetan guide. 

o English-speaking escort guide during Kathmandu sightseeing and airport 

transfers. 

o Supporting crew members (Sherpas, cooks, helpers). 

6. Safety Measures: 

o Oxygen cylinders and medical kits for emergencies. 

o Supporting carriage truck to carry luggage, food supplies, and equipment. 

7. Activities: 

o Lake Mansarovar Parikrama (by vehicle). 

o Mount Kailash Parikrama (on foot or using ponies/yaks at your cost). 

8. Other Inclusions: 

o All applicable taxes and service charges. 

o Group acclimatization activities at high-altitude locations. 

 

Package Cost Excludes 

1. Trekking Support: 

o Ponies, porters, or yaks for Mount Kailash Parikrama (can be hired at an 

additional cost). 

2. Personal Expenses: 

o Phone calls, tips, drinks, laundry, and shopping. 

3. Travel Insurance: 

o Rescue, evacuation services, or medical insurance. 

4. Additional Costs:

Important Points 

1. Political Restrictions in Tibet: 

o Avoid discussing political or government-related topics in Tibet. Failure to adhere 

to this may result in serious consequences. 

2. Group Travel: 

o Solo travel is strictly prohibited in Tibet. Pilgrims must stay with the group at all 

times. 

3. Accommodation: 

o Facilities in Tibet are basic, and toilets and shower facilities may be common or 

unavailable in some locations. 

4. Travel Flexibility: 

o Changes in the itinerary, services, or accommodation may occur due to weather 

conditions, political changes, or unforeseen circumstances. 

5. Altitude Challenges: 

o Acclimatization is essential at high-altitude locations. Follow medical advice and 

avoid exertion. 

6. Unforeseen Delays: 

o In case of adverse weather, natural calamities, or political disturbances, no 

refunds will be issued, and additional costs will need to be borne by the pilgrim. 

7. Faith & Spiritual Focus: 

o Maintain faith in Lord Shiva throughout the journey. Chanting “Om Namah 

Shivaya” is encouraged for a safe and spiritually fulfilling experience. 

 

Cancellation Policy

2. Visa Denial: 

o If the Chinese government denies the visa, INR 15,000 + visa processing charges 

(for Indians) or USD 300 + visa processing charges (for others) will be deducted. 

3. Cancellations Beyond Our Control: 

o For cancellations due to natural calamities, emergencies, or political disturbances,

▪ 151+ Days Prior to Departure: Full refund minus INR 15,000/USD 300. 

▪ 46-150 Days Prior to Departure: 70% refund minus INR 15,000/USD 

300. 

▪ 31-45 Days Prior to Departure: 35% refund minus the non-refundable 

deposit. 

▪ 0-30 Days Prior to Departure: No refund. 

4. Alterations: 

o Changes to the itinerary, services, or accommodation are at the discretion of the 

tour operator. Any extra costs incurred will be borne by the pilgrim.

o Weather in high-altitude regions can be unpredictable. Be prepared for delays or 

disruptions.
